Hon’ble Prime Minister in his Independence Day speech on 15  August 2023 from the ramparts of Red Fort had announced that Government of India 

will come up with a new scheme for the coming years to provide bene�t to weaker section and middle-class families in owning a house.

thThe Union Cabinet on 10  June 2024 resolved to provide assistance to 3 crore additional rural and urban households for the construction of houses, 
thto meet the housing requirements arising out of the increase in the number of eligible families. On 9  August 2024, the Union Cabinet, chaired by 

Hon’ble Prime Minister approved PMAY-U 2.0. The scheme will address the housing needs of one crore families in urban areas ensuring that every 

citizen leads a better quality of life.

With an investment of  10 lakh crore, the Scheme will provide �nancial assistance to 1 crore urban poor and middle-class families through States/ ₹
Union Territories (UTs)/ Primary Lending Institutions (PLIs) to construct, purchase or rent a house at an affordable cost in urban areas in 5 years. A 

Government Assistance of  2.30 lakh crore will be provided under PMAY-U 2.0.₹

PMAY-U was originally launched in 2015 and since then it is one of the major �agship scheme being implemented by Government of India to provide 

all-weather pucca houses to all eligible bene�ciaries in the urban areas. Under PMAY-U, 1.18 crore houses were sanctioned while over 86 lakh 

houses have already been constructed and delivered to the bene�ciaries and remaining houses are under construction.

A boost for ‘Ease of Living’ and dignity for crores of Indians!

The Cabinet has decided to further expand the Pradhan Mantri Awas 

Yojana and construct 3 crore additional rural and urban houses. This 

decision underscores the government's commitment to addressing the 

housing needs of our nation and ensuring that every citizen leads a better 

quality of life. The expansion of PMAY also highlights our government's 

commitment to inclusive growth and social welfare.

In addition, the corpus fund of Credit Risk Guarantee Fund Trust (CRGFT) has been increased from  1,000 crore to  3,000 crore to provide ₹ ₹
bene�t of credit risk guarantee on affordable housing loans to Banks/Housing Finance Companies (HFCs)/Primary Lending Institutions 

(PLIs) extending loans to Economically Weaker Section (EWS)/Low Income Group (LIG) segments for construction/purchase of their �rst 

home. 

Families belonging to EWS/LIG/Middle Income Group (MIG) segments, having no pucca house anywhere in the country, are eligible to 

purchase or construct a house under PMAY-U 2.0. The Scheme will be implemented through the following four verticals:

1. Bene�ciary-Led Construction (BLC) Under this vertical, �nancial assistance will be provided to individual eligible families belonging to 

EWS categories to construct new houses on their own available vacant land. In case of landless bene�ciaries, land rights (pattas) may be 

provided by States/UTs.

2. Affordable Housing in Partnership  (AHP)  Under AHP, �nancial assistance will be provided to EWS bene�ciaries for owning houses being 

built with different partnerships by States/UTs/ Cities/Public/Private 

agencies.

• Redeemable Housing Vouchers will be given to bene�ciaries who

    purchase house from private sector projects. 

•  States/UTs/ULBs shall whitelist the private sector projects complying with

    all the necessary norms.

• An additional Grant in the form of Technology Innovation Grant (TIG)

   @ 1000 per sqm/unit (upto 30 sqm carpet area) shall be provided to AHP₹
    Projects using innovative construction technologies.

3.  Affordable Rental Housing (ARH)  This vertical will create adequate 

rental housing for working women/industrial workers/urban migrants and 

other eligible bene�ciaries. ARH shall ensure affordable and hy gienic living 

spaces for urban dwellers who do not want to own a house but require 

housing for short term basis or those who do not have the �nancial capability 

to construct/buy a house.

The two models under ARH are:

•    Model-1: Utilizing existing Government funded vacant houses in cities by converting them into ARH under Public Private Partnership

       modeor by public agencies.

•   Model-2: Construct, Operate and Maintain rental housing by Private/Public Entities for working women, employees of industries,

      industrial estates, institutions and other eligible EWS/LIG families. For projects constructed using innovative technologies, Technology

      Innovation Grant (TIG) at the rate of  3,000 per sqm shall be released by MoHUA as Central Assistance while State/UT Government shall₹
       provide  2000 per sqm as part of State Share.₹

4.  Interest Subsidy Scheme (ISS)  The ISS vertical will provide bene�ts of subsidy on home loans for EWS/LIG and MIG families. 

Bene�ciaries taking loan up to  25 lakh with house value up to  35 lakh will be eligible for 4 percent interest subsidy on �rst  8 lakh loan up ₹ ₹ ₹
to 12 years tenure. A maximum of  1.80 lakh subsidy will be given to eligible bene�ciaries in 5-yearly instalments through push button. ₹

PMAY-U 2.0 will achieve the vision of ‘Housing for All’ by ful�lling the housing dreams of EW S/LIG and MIG segments. The Scheme will also 

ensure equity across different segments of population by addressing the requirement of slum dwellers, SC/STs, minorities, widows, Persons 

with disabilities and other underprivileged sections of the society. Special focus will be given to Safai Karmi, street vendors identi�ed under 

PMSVANidhi Scheme and different artisans under Pradhan Mantri-Vishwakarma Scheme, anganwadi workers, building and other 

construction workers, residents of slums/chawls and other groups identi�ed during operation of PMAY-U 2.0.

Over 4,000 houses under PMAY-U inaugurated in Tamil Nadu

ndHon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Shri M. K. Stalin, on 22  July 2024, virtually inaugurated seven PMAY-U projects across various 

locations in Tamil Nadu having a total of 4,184 tenements built at a cost of  541.32 crore under the Affordable Housing in Partnership ₹

JS&MD, HFA reviews progress of PMAY-U in various States

Shri Kuldip Narayan, JS&MD (HFA) chaired two meetings to review the progress of 

PMAY-U in different States/UTs. Senior o�cials from the Ministry, Mission 

Directors for PMAY-U in the States/UTs and other o�cials attended the meetings, 

wherein issues related to grounding and completion of houses, occupancy of 

completed AHP/In-Situ Slum Rehabilitation (ISSR) houses, status of fund release, 

etc., were discussed in detail. States/UTs were advised to expedite grounding of 

remaining sanctioned houses with a special focus on completion of houses that 

are at plinth, lintel and roof level. JS&MD, HFA suggested that States/UTs should 

set weekly targets for grounding and completion of houses in such a manner that 

the saturation is achieved at an early stage.

O�cials were also directed to regularly review the progress with 

ULBs/Implementing Agencies to meet these weekly targets. It was also advised to 

expedite the claims related to instalments of Central 

Assistance by submitting the Utilisation Certi�cates 

(UCs) and other requisite compliances for timely 

completion and project closure. 
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Nine years ago in June 2015, under the visionary leadership of 

Hon’ble Prime Minister the Government launched Pradhan Mantri 

Awas Yojana – Urban to provide pucca houses to people and since 

then, the Scheme has successfully strengthened the lives of more 

than 86 lakh families, Parallelly, PMAY-U 2.0 has been introduced, 

under which 1 crore additional houses will be constructed for the 

urban poor and Middle class families.

The Scheme highlights the efforts of the Government to transform 

crores of lives and usher in a new paradigm of urban development. 

PMAY-U 2.0 will provide �nancial assistance to 1 crore families to 

construct/purchase or rent a house in urban areas over a period of 

5 years. The scheme will achieve the vision of Housing For All and 

ensure that every citizen leads a better quality of life.
